Minutes

Minutes of Nov. 19th were unanimously approved.

The Tree Committee received an invitation to a KYT event for Feb. 11th to speak about what we do and our goals.  A Fair will follow the forum part of the event and Karen asked members to attend with her.  She will be our speaker but then we discussed what we might display or handout:

Tree Warden’s Update:


He has done about 20 streets thus far and while he is entering the data onto sheets, Karen volunteered to input it onto an excel sheet.  Mike and Dennis volunteered to help Chris with this.  We have mostly maples in town which are in fair condition.  We also have plenty of vacant sites for planting.


Chris is doing the conditions, street address and location, botantical and common names, DBH, conflicts with utilities, and any maintenance needs.

Streets for spring tree planting have been tentatively identified but as Chris is doing more inventory work he will identify more.   We agreed that one on one volunteer days would help with the spring tree planting.  The GRO bags are so much easier to work with.    


Dates tentatively identified are:



April 23, 29th and 30th.    May 7 if needed     9 - 12 a.m.


We can do flyers in identified neighborhoods seeking help with the planting and perhaps get them to “adopt a tree for watering”.


Articles will begin in March though Karen will announce these dates at the KYT event on Feb. 11th.

Tree List for Planning Board - Mike gave us his updated list and after tweaking it he will submit it with our unanimous approval to the Planning Board.

The Tree City USA application has been formally submitted and we are now waiting for a response.

Publicity:  Mike will do the first article for the Town Reminder on “tree belts” and planting trees on them (or not).  Linda will follow with future articles.
